Foster Contract



Lucky Penny Rox Rescue (the “Rescue” “LPRR” “We” or “Us”), a Texas 501 (c) (3) Nonprofit Corporation, and the undersigned _______________________________________________, (the “Foster” “You” or “I”), NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and conditions contained herein, the parties hereby, intending to be legally bound by this Contract, agree as follows:

· Foster fully acknowledges and understands that they are to act as the caretakers for one or more of the Rescue's animals in their homes.
· The foster accepts responsibility for any and all events that occur in connection with the fostering of an animal.  The Foster agrees to release and indemnify the Rescue from any and all claims, known and unknown, now or hereafter, arising in connection with the animal.
· The animal will be kept in the house or in a fenced yard on the grounds of the Foster at all times.

· The animal will be kept in a kennel inside the Foster’s house at night, when the Foster is away from the house or at anytime the Foster is unable to supervise the animal.  If you do not have a kennel, one will be provided for you but stays the property of LPRR and will be returned when the animal is adopted.  This is non-negotiable, failure to do so will result in the animal being removed.  Other rescues will be notified as well by placing the Foster on the Houston area DNA/ DNF/DNR list. 

· The animal will remain the property of the rescue at all times.  The animal will be surrendered to a representative of the rescue immediately upon request.

· The animal will be fed, watered and exercised appropriately by the Foster.

· The Foster will work with the animal, in relation to socialization, basic obedience, and housetraining, if applicable, in order to get the animal ready for a new home. 

· Veterinary care will be provided by the rescue, including but not limited to vaccinations, heartworm testing and preventative, altering and any prescription medications necessary for the animal.  All vet appointments need to be scheduled and approved through the rescue.

· All veterinary care other than life and death emergency care require prior approval by a representative of the rescue.  The foster will be held responsible for unapproved veterinary care expenditures.
· The animal is to be adopted to a permanent home only under the supervision of the rescue to a family pre-approved by the rescue.  Foster will have input when evaluating an adoptive family, as they are the animal’s primary caretakers.  Final decision on adoptive homes will be decision of the rescue.
· The adoption fee for the animal is the sole decision of the rescue.

· All donations connected with the adoption of the animal will be sent directly to the rescue.

· If the Foster chooses to give the animal away, keep the animal or adopt the animal out without rescue approval and/or knowledge, the Foster will be held liable and subject to legal action by the rescue.  The Foster by taking such actions accepts responsibility and/or reimbursement for any veterinary expenses incurred by the animal, including but not limited to: heartworm testing, altering, medications, grooming and vaccinations. 

· If the Foster chooses to formally adopt the animal, the adoption fee will be at the discretion of the rescue.

· Any questions or problems are to be directed to a rescue representative; this includes questions involving temperament, health or possible adoptive homes of the animal.

· If there is need to remove the animal from the foster’s home, the rescue must be given at least 72 hours to remove and rehome the animal.  If 72 hours is not allowed by the Foster, the Foster may be held financially responsible for boarding fees up to the 72 hour requirement.  The boarding facility will be at the discretion of the rescue not to exceed $20.00 per day in boarding costs.
· If there is a need to remove the animal from the foster’s home, the animal is to be given directly to a rescue representative.  Under no circumstances is the animal to be given to any unapproved person or organization.
· Dumping, bailing, flaking on your animal after you have signed this contract will result in being placed on the Houston area DNA/DNF/DNR list for other rescues to be notified of your behavior.  (The Rescue will take into consideration understandable unfortunate circumstances that arose and could not be avoided.  The Rescue will have decision authority if the actions will be deemed to be necessary because of the circumstances.) 

· The Rescue and Foster will be acting as the animal's advocate.  Any decisions made in regards to requirements for placing, removal or adoption of the animal will be in the best interest of the animal and the rescue.

· I agree as a Foster to attend every adoption event I can and to the understanding that I must work one event a month.  If I have any issues doing this I need to discuss with the Rescue to come to an agreement before I accept this animal. 

· All home checks, vet reference checks and follow up visits for foster and adoptive homes are determined on a case-by-case basis and will be done by a rescue representative.

· Foster will be held financially responsible and liable if a LPRR Rescue animal becomes sick or injured by a Foster’s personal or other rescue’s animal in the Foster’s care unless all safety precautions were taken and can be proved and/or current vetting records provided.
· The Rescue will not be held financially responsible or liable if a Foster’s personal or other Rescue’s animal in the Foster’s care becomes sick or injured unless all safety precautions were taken and can be proved and/or current vetting records provided.
· Any and all special or unusual circumstances in contrast to the policies will be evaluated individually.  The best interest of the animal, the Rescue, Foster and foster’s home will be taken into consideration.

· Everyone in my house meeting age of majority as described under Texas Legal Age Laws to enter into a legally binding contract agrees to the fostering of this animal and agrees to this contract.
·  Everyone in my house understands that Lucky Penny Rox Rescue and/or any of the Rescue’s directors may take legal action if necessary for the best interest of the animal.

·  If any portion of this Contract is held to be invalid or unenforceable, it shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the Contract as a whole, which will at all times remain in full force and effect.
· The Contract will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas applicable to agreements entered into, and to be performed entirely, within Texas between Texas residents.  Any legal action or proceeding arising under the Contract will be brought exclusively in the federal or state courts applicable to Fort Bend County, Texas, and the Parties hereby consent to personal jurisdiction and venue therein.
· When there are multiple Fosters, signature of one executing this contract is legally binding on all meeting age of majority as described under Texas Legal Age Laws to enter into a legally binding contract.

· I agree to be a Foster of animals for Lucky Penny Rox Rescue.  I am aware that this decision is my choice, and I am not required to accept an animal unless I feel comfortable with the animal in my home.

Voluntary Release and Waiver of Liability
This Voluntary Release/Waiver of Liability (the “Release”) is made and entered into between the undersigned (the “Foster” “I” or “You”) and Lucky Penny Rox Rescue (the “Rescue” “LPRR” “We” or “Us”), a Texas 501 (c) (3) Nonprofit Corporation effective as of the below-indicated date.  The undersigned desires to foster an animal from the Rescue, and as an inducement to the Rescue to agree to the fostering, the undersigned hereby represents, acknowledges and agrees as follows: 

1. I acknowledge that, due to the unpredictable nature of animals, certain risks and dangers may occur while caring for an animal, including risks of injury to person and property, and that I have voluntarily agreed to make by fostering contemplated herein with full knowledge of such risks and hereby voluntarily assume all of such risks. 

2. I agree that I will not make any claims against, sue or attach any property of the Rescue, its directors, officers, agents, employees and/or volunteers for any injury or damage caused by any animal(s) fostered from the Rescue. 

3. I hereby voluntarily release, discharge, waive and relinquish any and all actions or causes of action for personal injury, property damage or wrongful death occurring to me or third parties as a result of any action or activity of any animal(s) fostered by me from the Rescue.  It is my intention by this instrument to exempt and relieve the Rescue from ALL liability for personal injury, property damage or wrongful death caused by negligence or otherwise. 

4. I hereby agree to hold the Rescue and its directors, officers, agents and/or employees harmless and indemnify them from and against any liability, claims, judgments or expenses I may incur arising out of my fostering of an animal from the Rescue and/or my ownership or care of any such animal thereafter. 

5. I HAVE CAREFULLY READ THE FOREGOING, AND I UNDERSTAND THAT TOGETHER THEY CONSTITUTE A DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY BY THE RESCUE AND A RELEASE OF ALL CLAIMS BY ME.  I UNDERSTAND THAT I ASSUME ALL RISKS INHERENT IN MY DECISION TO FOSTER AN ANIMAL FROM THE RESCUE AND ANY RELATED ACTIVITIES.  I VOLUNTARILY SIGN BELOW TO EVIDENCE MY ACCEPTANCE OF THE ABOVE PROVISIONS. 

6. If any portion of this Release is held to be invalid or unenforceable, it shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the Release as a whole, which will at all times remain in full force and effect.

7. The Release will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas applicable to agreements entered into, and to be performed entirely, within Texas between Texas residents.  Any legal action or proceeding arising under the Release will be brought exclusively in the federal or state courts applicable to Fort Bend County, Texas, and the Parties hereby consent to personal jurisdiction and venue therein.
8. When there are multiple Fosters, signature of one executing this Release is legally binding on all meeting age of majority as described under Texas Legal Age Laws to enter into a legally binding release.
